The background

The first IHA-UDP in Woreda 3,
Kebeles 30, 41,42 and 43

The World Bank study in 1978 identified Addis Ababa to be 78%
slum area and eight kebeles in the city as the poorest of the poor. As
one of the members of the International Clo-ordinating
Committee*, Red Barna (Norwegian Save the Children) intervened
in July 1981 in just one kebele (number 41, with a population of
4,000) by spending over £3 million in an integrated community
based project. This project phased out in December 1986.

Just before the phase-out of Red Barna from Kebele 41, Sister
Jember Teferra (at that time an employee of the Project as head of
the health component) had gone to Manchester University, UK,
where she conducted academic research to identity strengths and
weaknesses of the Kebele 41 project. The research focussed on the
needs of other slums amongst which Kebele 41 and neighbouring
slums were covered. Jember's research led on to an extension of this
project to the adjoining three kebeles (30, 42 and 43). The number
of donors soon increased and an official agreement was signed with
the City Council of Addis Ababa Regional Office in 1989 which

enabled Jember to get the present projects underway.
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q The Integrated Holistic Approach Urban

> Development Project THA-UDP) was
mtervening in community development,
physical upgrading and health. THA-UDP
addressed over 30,000 people in the four
kebeles, but in the area of health, the Project
reached out in two more kebeles (29 and 40 of
Woreda 4) bringing the total number of residents to 42,000.

After sever years of operation, the Project was completed as agreed
in the commitment signed with the government. All activities
undertaken by the Project were handed over to the local community
through the established board of trustees composed of appropriate
government offices and the target population themselves.

*Note: set-up by the Municipality of Addis Ababa and UNICEF which

consists of NGOs, CRDA, MOLSA, Children’s
Commission etc

Donors and government repeatedly enquired what would happen
to IHA-UDP staff after phase-out. In 1993/4 a questionnaire
survey was conducted to find out what staff really wanted to do.
58% of the response indicated that the staff wanted to do a similar
upgrading job in another area.

The results of the staff questionnaire were presented to a donors’
meeting in 1995. The donors supported
 the staff’s desire for replication and
subsequently government bodies gave a
positive response. Accordingly a
replication committee of six
representatives from the three components
and management was established in May
1996. After along period of systematic
evaluation and serious analysis of the
existing project, the committee made a
commitment to replicate.

After considering the THA-UDP
philosophy and criteria, eight kebeles were
identified in the different sectors of Addis
Ababa. The committee together with five government offices related
to the Project’s work chose Kebele 8, Woreda 23 for replication.

The total population of the kebele is estimated at 6,000 most of
whom are found to be very poor. The kebele has all the features of
extreme poverty:

slum housing

poor sanitation

lack of employment opportunities

illiterate children

large numbers of youth offenders

Surveys have indicated that many people in the community were
displaced from the centre of the city as a result of the growing
urbanisation process.
